Step 1: Review 4 School Wide Expectations

Respectful: Be respectful: Be cooperative and build peace with others.

Responsible: Be dependable and trustworthy at all times.

Be a Problem Solver: Solve little problems with the STEP process and report big problems.
Step 2: Teach Expectations for Specific Setting

	Bathroom

	Use voice level 1.

Respect Privacy

Flush-Wash-Trash

Return quickly to class

Report supplies needed to teacher

Keep fe


Step 3: Tell Why Rules are Important

Respectful: To make a place where everyone can learn.

Responsible: To take care of ourselves, each other, and our school.

Be a Problem Solver: Help each other solve problems (better together).
Step 4: Demonstrate Rules

	EXAMPLE

	Respectful

· You model allowing for privacy in the bathroom, throw away your paper towels and use voice level 1. 
Responsible 

· You model walking directly to the bathroom, carrying a hall pass, cleaning-up after yourself and returning directly to class. 
Be a Problem Solver

· You model picking up paper towel from the floor and throwing it away. Model what to do when there is no paper towel.   
	Respectful
· You model shouting, using extra soap and paper towels and disrupting others using the toilet.

Responsible 
· You model wandering to/from the bathroom, talking, playing with soap and paper towels and dropping the hall pass in the toilet. 

Be a Problem Solver
· You model not cleaning-up after yourself and allowing for a toilet overflow or throwing paper towel on the floor. 



Step 5: Follow-up/Reteaching

1. Read a book that demonstrates a rule or behavior.

2. Have a class discussion or partner discussion.

3. Brainstorm or list examples of ways to follow the rules.

4. Draw or write examples or non-examples.

5. Perform skits of examples and/or non-examples.

6. Teacher role-plays examples or non-examples in the setting.  Remember: teach the example, then the non-example, and then reteach the example.

7. Students teach other students about the rules.
